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Breakfast Club Policy
Terms and Conditions
Aims
· To offer a safe, friendly environment in which children can enjoy a healthy, nutritious breakfast to start their day, with an aim to help to improve concentration and academic performance.
· To follow the Balance of Good Health plate model of eating, in line with our whole school “Healthy School” status.
· To engender a sense of security and community as part of our extended school role.
Breakfast Club Service
Breakfast Club runs Monday to Friday from 7.45am; doors will not be opened before this time. It is available every day that the school is open during term time. Children can arrive any time after opening, although the kitchen aims to close at 8.15am unless other arrangements have been made. Children are free to join the rest of the pupils in the playground at 8.45am. 
Cost
The cost of Breakfast Club should be paid in advance and currently stands at £2.50 per morning session or £1.50 if the child is eligible for free school meals. [Please note that notification would be given if this cost were to be reviewed at a future date] This can be paid:- 
· on the morning that the child is attending the club 
· via the Main School Reception when the office is open
· or (in a clearly marked envelope) placed in the secure green box located in the main school outer foyer area when the office is closed. 
Admission
For insurance purposes; a child must be registered before being permitted to attend Breakfast Club. Registration forms can be obtained via the school office. Completion/signing of this form by a parent/carer will be seen as agreement to abide by the terms and conditions of St. Saviour’s Breakfast Club. Registering a child does not commit you to attending on a regular basis. Presently, attendance at Breakfast Club can be flexible to suit your needs. [Please note that prior notification would be given if this situation would need to change i.e. if maximum numbers were reached for a certain day or days of the week.]


Menu
The choice of breakfast we offer is in line with our Healthy Schools policy and will generally include a variety of cereals; porridge; toast with spreads, jam, honey, marmite, marmalade etc.; cheese (cold or melted); baked beans; yogurt/fromage frais and tinned or fresh fruit. Drinks include fruit juice; hot chocolate; milk shake; milk; tea or water.
Any specific dietary requirements should be clearly noted on the Registration form
In line with healthy eating guidelines, we do not offer our children additional sugar or salt.
Activities
The children are supervised at all times but are encouraged to be independent by serving themselves to all of the cold items on the menu and to clear away their own utensils after eating.
The children can access the activity cupboard from 8am where there is a wide selection of toys and resources for them to choose from. These include assorted board games; cup stacking; skittles; construction toys; art & craft materials; imagination toys; balls; skipping ropes etc. There is also table football. On most mornings, the schedule includes some form of team games in the Hall such as dodgeball; human skittles; New Age Curling etc. When the weather is fine, the children can play, with supervision, in the area outside the Garden Room; on the Jungle Gym or in the playground before the rest of the school arrive. We also aim to include fun speaking and listening/self-esteem building activities such as Circle Time; Show and Tell and Quiz/Question Time etc.
Behaviour
At Breakfast Club behaviour management follows the clear, consistent and positive strategies as highlighted in the whole school behaviour policy. We actively uphold the Core Values of the school which are
