	St. Saviour’s C.E Junior seeks to eliminate gaps in attainment between pupil eligible for pupil premium and ‘All Pupils’. Despite our relatively leafy surroundings, we know our children come from a wide variety of socio-economic backgrounds.  Some of our families are living in crushing poverty.  The level of poverty, as measured by eligibility for pupil premium (and also by food bank use) has steadily risen since the pandemic.
Our families in receipt of pupil premium are not a homogenous group with uniform needs, they therefore need a variety of interventions to support their children.
· St. Saviour’s most important intervention is appointing and retaining excellent teachers.  Quality first teaching can raise standards for everyone. We aim to support and challenge all children across the curriculum
· We value pastoral support and know that, with some families, it can ameliorate barriers to learning.  We therefore invest in play therapy and counselling as well as a FLO and Assistant FLO who are both qualified counsellors
· Attendance is a barrier for some children so we pay for small group music tuition for identified children to help get them into school and to maximise enjoyment
· Most of our interventions are run by teachers, as opposed to support staff and external providers.  Teaching Assistant run some intervention groups, including phonics, Toe by Toe and handwriting groups.  We believe in using our most qualified staff with our most vulnerable children.  Adults who already work in school know our children well
· Year group leaders do a weekly check-in with PP children and make them a focus for monitoring to try and keep these children ‘top of the agenda’
