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Dear Year 6 parents and carers,
Re. Year 6 leaver’s activities

Production
This term, Year 6 will be taking part in a production called ‘Grossbusters’. The performances to family will take place

on Wednesday 15" July (5-6.30 pm) and Thursday 16" July (6-7.30 pm), as well as a rehearsal to the school during
the day of Wednesday 15™.

Please can all costumes be brought to
school in a labelled bag by Thursday 9th July. These will be stored in school and the children will get changed before

Graduation
Year 6 graduation will be held at St. Saviour’s Church on Friday 17* July starting at 2pm, although the church will be

open from 1pm. Children will need to wear school uniform for the graduation. During the service, parents and
family are encouraged to attend and there will be ample opportunities for photos on the day. Each child will be
presented with a certificate and leavers photo to keep.
