Provision and Intervention 
Quality First Teaching
Good and Outstanding teachers identify gaps in children’s knowledge and skills before planning and teaching engaging lessons that cater for all levels of ability.  Children may work independently, in small groups, with a teacher or teaching assistant.  Teachers provide detailed verbal or written feedback to allow children to move on in their learning.
Basic Skills set Maths and English
Our basic skills sets aims to provide additional support to those children who need to catch up with their peers by giving them a secure foundation in the basics.  In English, children work in small groups to develop key skills in spelling, handwriting and reading (both word reading and understanding) as well as being supported to improve their ability to compose and write increasingly descriptive sentences.
In Mathematics, children work in small groups to develop key skills in the place value and number. Children revisit times tables, number bonds and key vocabulary allowing a more successful application of this knowledge to different situations. A range of manipulatives (concrete materials) are used to aid the children to access the program of study for their age group thus keeping high expectations for all pupils.
Clued Spelling 
Clued Spelling is an approach to helping children learn to spell words, particularly those which do not follow common spelling rules.  Children work with a partner and use clues to help them remember the ‘tricky’ part of words which they do not yet know how to spell.  In each session children will learn a new word (using the clue to help them) before reviewing other words that they have learnt over the past few days to make sure their learning is secure.  Teachers regularly review children’s learning and monitor their progress through word lists which draw on high frequency words (the most commonly used words in the English language) and words taken from the National Curriculum.
Booster sessions
At various times in the year children will be given additional sessions in Maths and English in small focus groups, if they have not shown an understanding of a particular aspect of the subject. Or need consolidation in an area of Maths or English.
Additional individual reading 
Reading is fundamentally important at our school. We want all children to be able to decode and understand what they are reading. When children are able to decode (sound out words) and their fluency is improving they are given additional sessions to read aloud and discuss what they are reading. 


Toe by Toe Phonics 
Toe by Toe is a reading scheme which guides children through learning how to read all of the sounds in the English language.  Children work one-to-one with a tutor (either a teacher, teaching assistant or a more experienced pupil) and gradually build their skills through practice of reading nonsense and real words as well as sentences.  We aim for children who begin the scheme as tutees (or learners) to eventually ‘graduate’ to become a tutor for a younger child.  This allows pupils to both consolidate their skills and also to develop their confidence. 
Peer Tutoring
Peer tutoring of Toe by Toe takes place during two 15 minute sessions per week.  Older, more confident readers, tutor a younger partner who they support in developing their understanding of phonics.  Tutors use the Toe by Toe scheme to teach their tutee new sounds and they support them in reading words containing that sound.  The tutoring scheme is designed to raise the word reading ability of the tutee as well as to help the tutor develop a deeper understanding of the English language and word meanings.  Children who complete the scheme as a tutee are encouraged to progress to become a tutor.
Peer reading mentors 
Children from Year 4 read three times per week with a child from Year 6. The Year 6 children will listen to Year 4 partner read, talk about their reading, and help them select appropriate books and complete AR quizzes. The Year 6 children are expected to be positive role models to their Year 4 peers. 
PiXL (Partners in Excellence) groups
PiXL is primarily a Year 6 intervention that focusses on specific areas of mathematics and English that need extra support. Children work individually or in small groups alongside a teacher to help the children become ‘secondary ready’.
FIZZY- Gross Motor Skills
Fizzy is a weekly gross motor skills programme developed by Occupational Therapists. Children participate in activities that will help coordination, ball skills, and balance. Sessions are delivered the sports coach.
CLEVER HANDS- Fine Motor Skills
Clever Hands is a daily fine motor skills programme developed by Occupational Therapists. Children participate in activities that help with fine motor control and handwriting. Sessions are delivered by teaching assistants. 
Additional handwriting practice 
Children will be given extra handwriting sessions weekly to concentrate on cursive script and making their writing legible to an unfamiliar reader. They may practice their writing, complete patterns or do hand strengthening exercises. 


Writing Slope
Writing slopes are used to help some children write without bending over your desk. It helps to maintain a better posture, decreasing the strain on your neck, back and shoulders. It helps some children to write better and for longer periods. 
Speech and Language support
A Speech and Language Therapist works with a specific group of children for individual sessions once a week. She will work on specific areas of Speech and Language need and plan work for teachers to help focus on the areas of need. 
Individual counselling
The school employs two therapeutic professionals. One is a Children & Young People’s Services Counsellor (ChYPS) working Tuesday mornings in school and the other is a Play Therapist currently working here for two days every week. 
We offer counselling to our children if and when we feel they might benefit from having the opportunity to work through any social or emotional matters that they may be struggling with, which might well be affecting their learning. These can be around helping to build self-esteem; identifying and working to resolve specific problems; making choices and decisions; coping with loss or changes in their lives; recognising feelings and learning how to deal with them; improving relationships with others… In fact the list is endless and includes whatever is appropriate for each child.
We view counselling as a chance for the child to share their thoughts and feelings with a qualified adult in a safe and confidential environment. Parents are always consulted beforehand and invited to meet with the Counsellor before she meets the child.
Social Skills group 
Children at St. Saviour’s are encouraged to be resilient to empower them to solve problems for themselves. However, social skills groups are run to provide support and guidance for those who show a need for adult help in the way they interact with others. These are small groups of about six or eight children who will work with each other and with a staff member as a facilitator. Each group usually will meet once a week for a period of about six weeks. The themes of the workshops are based around whatever the members have been struggling with. These generally include issues around building and sustaining relationships; recognising strong emotions such as anger and finding ways to manage them successfully; engendering self-assertiveness; exploring behaviour to encourage self-regulation; conflict resolution; loss and transition etc.
Lunchtime Clubs
Different Lunchtime Clubs are run on a daily basis, primarily to accommodate children who find the playground environment stressful or who demonstrate a need for behaviour support particularly in a whole-school social situation. Some children are invited to access the club to avoid the stresses that the less structured playtime can cause them to feel. Others apply to join as and when they choose, preferring the smaller number of children to interact with as they find the busy, noisy playground too daunting. One of the clubs is held in the ICT suite as it is the largest space available and can offer the greatest number of places whilst not exceeding a general class-sized group. The children can access the computers to play games, create artworks or complete homework, and they are able to play chess, board and card games.  
Alongside this, an additional lunchtime club is held whereby children are selected to attend if they are having difficulties on the playground (being sent off the playground due to arguments/rough play etc). This club is run to support the children in developing social skills such as listening and understanding body language. This group has a maximum of six pupils at any one time in order to provide specific support for those children/particular friendship groups.
Traffic light report card system
When children receive warnings at St Saviour’s it is usually because they need reminding to stay focussed on their learning. If a child frequently receives warnings and/or is getting sent out of the classroom, their class teacher (along with the parent) will issue a traffic light report card. Each lesson (including break/lunch time) is graded red, amber or green depending on the child’s behaviour within that lesson or break time. This system focuses more on positive reinforcement as opposed to something which will result in a punishment/sanction. If a child’s behaviour significantly improves achieving mainly ‘green’ lights, the child moves off of the report. On average, children are on report for one term. This card strengthens the relationship and communication between home and school as these cards are sent home. Some cards are adapted so parents/carers record how the children’s behaviour has been at home. 
Cognitive Behaviour Therapy
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Cognitive Behaviour Therapy (CBT) is a highly structured and effective program, designed to encourage the cognitive control of emotions. This form of talking therapy gives children an opportunity to explore and manage the specific feelings of being happy, relaxed, anxious or angry. Sessions usually take place 1 to 1 or in small groups over the course of 10 weeks, but can vary depending on the child’s individual need, sometimes supporting the sessions is a behaviour monitoring chart.  At St Saviour’s we have found CBT to be a successful and effective form of emotional and behavioural intervention for the children by allowing them to enjoy school again and make the progress they are truly capable of. 
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
