	Due to Covid-19 we have been unable to provide a range of extra-curricular sporting clubs this academic year. However, since March 2021, our sports coach has delivered one extra-curricular sports club each week for each year group. This club has provided the opportunity for a third of the year group, at a time, to experience a range of different sports and activities with expert support and direction.
In addition to not being able to host our usual variety of extra-curricular sporting clubs this academic year we have also been unable to participate in any inter-school competitions. Nonetheless, our in-school sports coach has organised a range of intra-school and year group competitions. The children have had the chance to compete with basketball, football, tri-golf, tennis and cross-country events within their year group bubbles.

Playground barriers are very robust and made from a strong plastic that can withstand weathering. 

Equipment is maintained and well looked after by children and staff to ensure expenditure of replacing equipment is kept to a minimum.
