Action plan for achieving these aims

In the 2023/2024 academic year, we intend to focus our sports premium funding across the following areas: 
· Providing swimming interventions for year 5 pupils who cannot swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres and perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations. 
· Increase the participation of girls in sporting events, particularly extra-curricular sporting events. 
· Provide meaningful opportunities for active learning across the curriculum to increase children’s time spent active each day.
· Enable children to engage with a broader range of sporting activities through exposure to a variety of sports lead by professionals. 
	Key indicator 1: The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity - the Chief Medical Officer guidelines recommend that all children and young people aged 5 to 18 engage in at least 60 minutes of physical activity a day, of which 30 minutes should be in school.

	Children are provided with specialist coaching in a variety of sports that class teachers are not typically qualified/experienced enough to deliver. 
	Teachers to learn from specialist coaches and in the future deliver sessions without employing external coaches.
	

	Provide swimming interventions for Year 5. 
	Cost of transport to and from the leisure centre, swimming instructors and pool hire for 18 weeks. Swimming provision is provided for those children who cannot yet competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres and perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations.

	Increase children’s confidence in water and perform safe self-rescue. 
Aim for children to achieve the national curriculum expectation that all children can swim 25m in a range of recognisable strokes and perform safe-self rescue. 
	The introduction of top up swimming in Year 5 should reduce the number of children who require extra swimming boosters in Year 6 due to not meeting to national curriculum standard.
